Our teams train and play on a 
10-month calendar, using the best indoor soccer facility in 
WNY (Sahlen’s Sports Park) and one of the best outdoor
soccer facilities in the area (West Seneca Soccer Complex).

are currently playing ECNL conference play and ECNL

   •	 WNY Flash Boys teams (U14 through U18/19) will 
begin play 2017/18, and join ECNL Conference play and        
National Showcase Events in 2018/19.

Premier Level Teams (non-ECNL teams)
   •	 WNY Flash Academy Red & Yellow teams (U13 through U18/19) 

participate in either the Region 1 ERL, GLA NPL (Great Lakes 
Alliance - National Premier League), or Thruway League, and 
potentially NYSW State Cup.
